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Preface:

Central Statistical Organization is pleased to
present the sixth issue of the Foreign Trade
Bulletin for the Governorates for the second
quarter (April-June) 2023 . The bulletin
contains statistical data and indicators
showing the movement of incoming and
outgoing goods through 8 customs ports,
sea, land and air, the monitoring and
classification of which relied on the Customs
Authority and the Authority Specifications,
standards and quality control in the capital,
Aden.

It was based on the classification of goods
and their classification according to:

The Harmonized System for Description of
Goods (H.S.) and the Foreign Trade Bulletin
aims to provide aggregate and detailed
statistical data on foreign trade for the
movement of goods in the governorates to
the users of this data, whether at the level of
the country’s economic planners or at the
level of researchers and scholars at the
national, regional and international levels.
Bulletin include three parts :

Part l:includes total foreign trade for Second
Quarter, April — June 2023 group of
Statistical indicators related to imports and
exports and trade balance during April —June
2023 Part Il: contains total imports and
exports for April —June 2023

, as well the imports and exports through
customs ports of the same period .

Part lll: includes movement of commercial
exchange for April —June 2023

as well as the commercial exchange with
most countries and economic groups in
statistics of UN and other international
organization.
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Introduction:

Foreign trade plays a pivotal role in the
economic development of the country by
developing exports in various sectors,
creating real export opportunities for
exporters in foreign markets, and raising
the level of domestic production to meet
global competition.
Foreign trade is defined as a process of
exchanging commodities and services
between a particular country and other
countries, and it constitutes an important
factor in economic development in
developing countries and in determining
the main features of the economy of any
country through balance and
interdependence between all economic
and social sectors, Saving and investing in
these countries through foreign exchange
and bilateral agreements that are formed
within the economic blocs.

The reasons for the emergence of foreign
trade are summarized in the following:

*Lack of human or natural resources for

countries and thus the inability of those
countries to achieve self-sufficiency in
goods and services and fill the shortage
with what they need, which leads them to
what is known as import .
*The economic expansion of some
countries depending on their local
resources - agricultural or industrial - leads
to an increase in production and thus the
search for new markets to sell the local
surplus, which is known as the export
process.

Thus, the importance of Foreign trade lies
in the import of goods and services needed
by any country. In raising the state's
balance of hard currency By exporting
surplus production of goods and service
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General concepts about Foreign trade:

1. Import: All commodities entering a
country to cover local needs, and all customs
procedures are applied to them.

2.Export: All commodities that were
produced or manufactured locally and
prepared for external export, including all
transportation expenses and fees paid in the
exporting country.

3. Re-export: These are the commodities
that were previously imported and all
customs procedures were carried out on
them, and they were re-exported without
modification.

4. The country of origin: It is the country of
production of the commodities and in which
the final manufacture of the commodities
takes place, or the raw materials that are
extracted from the same country and thus
exported.

5. Destination Country: The final destination
of the commodities, without any commercial
transaction taking place before arriving in
that country.

6.Weight: It means the net weight of the
commodities minus the weight of the
packaging materials and is expressed in
kilograms

7. Commodities are classified according to
the Harmonized System for Commodity
Description.

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Imports of sea ports decreased for the
Second Quarter, April — June 2023, by a
rate of 5.91% from the Second Quarter,
April — June 2022. Otherwise , the imports
rate of 2023 was 72.40%, compared to
78.31% of 2022.

Sea imports for this Quarter reached a
higher percentage of 72.40%, compared
to airimports of 0.22% and land imports of
27.38% for the same period of 2023 .

The most importing ports is the sea free
zone port, with a rate of 44.36% of the
total value of sea, air and land imports for
the Second quarter, April —June 2023 .

As for sea exports, which decreased in the
Second quarter of this year (2023), by a
rate of 22.91% compared to the Second
quarter of 2022, as sea exports reached
15.19% in 2023, compared to 38.10% in
2022 .

Land exports, which decreased in this
quarter of 2023, by a rate of 25.57%, as it
constituted 36.33% for the Second quarter
of 2023, compared to 61.90% for the same
period of 2022.

The most land ports exporting goods in this
Second quarter, April — June 2023, is Al-
Wadiah land port, with a rate of 21.75% .

Air Exports for the this quarter of 2023
recorded a high percentage of 48.47%.
respectively compared to the second
quarter of 2022, which did not record any
percentages in exports due to the
unavailability of data from the source.
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(3) Movement of Foreign Trade and Commercial Exchange for
Second Quarter, April —June 2023

Imports

Total imports of April — June 2023 recorded
668 billion and 187 million riyals, at a rate of
81.80% of the total foreign trade for the same
period and through 7 customs ports, sea, air
and land. The data showed that food imports
(Wheat (wheat), milled rice) ranked first and
second, with a rate of about 8.85% and 4.77%,
followed by milled rice, with a rate of 4.56% of
total foreign trade imports for the period from
April — June 2023. Table (1-3) shows the most
important imported commodities .

Exports

The value of exports for Second Quarter,
April — June 2023 ,reached about 148
billion and 685 million riyals, through 6
customs ports, freely (Aden Port, Free
Zone, Mukalla), air (Aden Airport) and land
via (Al-Wadi‘ah and Shahn) ports. The data
showed that the most important
commodities exported through these
ports were concentrated in the commodity
of fresh fish at a rate of about 12.50%,
followed by the commodities of Juava and
mango at a rate of 7.42%. of the total value
of exports for the same period.
