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Introduction:

foreign trade plays a pivotal role in
the economic development of the
country by developing exports in
various sectors, creating real export
opportunities for exporters in foreign
markets, and raising the level of
domestic production to meet global
competition.
foreign trade is defined as a process of
exchanging commodities and services
between a particular country and other
countries, and it constitutes an
important  factor in economic
development in developing countries
and in determining the main features of
the economy of any country through
balance and interdependence between
all economic and social sectors. Saving
and investing in these countries
through foreign exchange and bilateral
agreements that are formed within the
economic blocs
The reasons for the emergence of
foreign trade are summarized in the
following:
- Lack of human or natural resources
for countries and thus the inability of
those countries to achieve self-
sufficiency in goods and services and fill
the shortage with what they need,
which leads them to what is known as
import.
- The economic expansion of some
countries depending on their local
resources - agricultural or industrial -
leads to an increase in production and
thus the search for new markets to sell
the local surplus, which is known as the
export process.
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Thus, the importance of Foreign trade
lies in the import of goods and services
needed by any country. In raising the
state's balance of hard currency.

By exporting surplus production of

goods and services.

General concepts about Foreign trade:

1. Import: All commodities entering a
country to cover local needs, and all
customs procedures are applied to
them.

2.Export: All commodities that were
produced or manufactured locally and
prepared for external export, including
all transportation expenses and fees
paid in the exporting country.

3.Re-export: These are the commodities
that were previously imported and all
customs procedures were carried out
on them, and they were re-exported
without modification.

4. The country of origin: It is the country
of production of the commaodities and
in which the final manufacture of the
commodities takes place, or the raw
materials that are extracted from the
same country and thus exported.

5. Destination Country: The final
destination of the commodities,
without any commercial transaction
taking place before arriving in that
country.

6.Weight: It means the net weight of the
commodities minus the weight of the
packaging materials and is expressed
in kilograms.

7.Commodities are classified according
to the Harmonized System for
Commodity Description.

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Table No. (3-1), we note that the total
percentage of what was imported for
the most important commodities in
2022 amounted to about 78.16%
compared to 69.92% for 2021, and
the percentage of imports for most
commodities increased in 2022, the
most important of which is the iron
commodity, with total percentages of
various types of iron amounting to
about 34.80% for 2022, compared to
15.82% for 2021, and rice by 4.49% for
2022, compared to 0.18% for 2021.
The same applies to the free zone port,
and despite the decrease in the
percentage of what was imported for
some commodities in 2022, its
percentage approached 2021, as
shown in Table (3-2), as the
percentage of importsin 2022 reached
about 31.39%, compared to 33.35% in
2021, and the most important
imported commodities are medicines
at a rate of 6.57% compared to 7.57%
for 2021, and rice at a rate of 6.16%
for 2022 compared to 8.34% for 2021.

The percentage of imports from the
most important countries increased
during 2022 by 78.56%, compared to
75.55% for 2021. The most important
countries from which imports were
made in greater proportions in 2022
are Turkey 9.55% , followed by India
9.04% , then the Russian Federation
3.41% compared to 5.10%, and 6.82%
and 1.22% for 2021, respectively,
while the import rates converged,
increasing and decreasing for the rest
of the countries from which they were
imported during 2022 compared to
2021.

The most important imported
commodities in 2022 are iron from
Turkey, rice and wheat from India,
while wheat imports decreased from
Russia this year as a result of the war
between it and Ukraine.Table No.(2-5)
shows the imports of the top ten
countries with the three most
important imported commodities by
value for the year 2022.
