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Foreword:

The Central Statistical Organization
(CSO) is pleased to present the first
edition of the External Trade
Bulletin of Aden.

The Bulletin includes data and
statistical  indicators on the
international trade in commodities
of Aden, based primarily on
national sources, such as Yemen
Customs Authority (YCA) and
Yemen Standardization and Quality
Control Organization (YSMO).
The External Trade Bulletin aims to
provide the complete, and detailed
international merchandise trade data
on Aden including planners and
researchers at the national, regional
and international level, to assist
them .

The Bulletin is divided into three

parts:

- Part I includes summary tables on
the trends of overall trade in Aden,
its annual growth and its share of
total world trade. It also includes a
set of indicators on the share of
external trade, and itemizes the
total imports, exports and trade
balance during 2017-2021.

- Part 11 provides data on the trends
of external trade of Aden,
disaggregated by country and
region, during 2019-2021. The
data in this part cover the value of
imports and exports of Aden,

- Part 111 volume of trade by main
countries and economic
groupings, as employed by the
United Nations Statistics Division
and other international
organizations.
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Introduction

External trade plays a pivotal role
in the economic development of
the country by developing exports
in various sectors, creating real
export opportunities for exporters
in foreign markets, and raising the
level of domestic production to
meet global competition.

External trade is defined as a
process of exchanging commodities
and services between a particular
country and other countries, and it
constitutes an important factor in
economic development in
developing countries and in
determining the main features of
the economy of any country
through balance and
interdependence  between  all
economic and social sectors. Saving
and investing in these countries
through foreign exchange and
bilateral agreements that are
formed within the economic blocs.
By exporting surplus production of

goods and services.
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General concepts about external

trade:

1. Import: All commodities entering
a country to cover local needs,
and all customs procedures are
applied to them.

. Export: All commodities that were
produced or manufactured locally
and prepared for external
export, including all
transportation expenses and fees
paid in the exporting country.

. Re-export: These are the
commodities that were previously
imported and all customs
procedures were carried out on
them, and they were re-exported
without modification.

4. The country of origin: It is the

country of production of the

commodities and in which the
final  manufacture of the
commodities takes place, or the
raw materials that are extracted
from the same country and thus
exported.

. Destination Country: The final
destination of the commodities,
without any commercial transaction
taking place before arriving in that
country.

. Weight: It means the net weight of
the commodities minus the weight of
the packaging materials and s
expressed in kilograms.

. Commodities are classified according
to the Harmonized System for
Commodity Description.
